In consideration of my acceptance for entry in the SISKIYOU CENTURY for 2011, I hereby waive,  
release and discharge any and all claims for damages for death, personal injury, or property damage which I 
may have, or which hereafter may accrue to me, as a result of my participation in said event. 

This release is intended to discharge in advance the promoters, sponsors, and any involved 
municipalities or other public entities and their respective agents and employees, from and against any and 
all liabilities arising out of or connected in any way with my participation in said event, even though that liability 
may arise out of negligence or carelessness on the part of the persons or entities mentioned above.

 I further understand that this event will require me to engage in strenuous physical activity at high 
altitude and in possible adverse weather conditions. I further understand that serious accidents occasionally 
occur during bicycle riding and the participants in bicycle riding occasionally sustain mortal or serious physical 
injury, and/or property damage, as a consequence thereof.  Knowing the risk of bicycle riding, nevertheless,  
I hereby agree to assume these risks and to release and hold harmless all persons or entities mentioned 
above who (through negligence or carelessness) might otherwise be liable to me (or my heirs or assigns) 
for damages. 

It is further understood and agreed that this waiver,  release and assumption of risk, is to be binding 
on my heirs and assigns. I further agree to abide by all the rules and regulations set forth in this event.
I acknowledge that  an approved helmet is required to be worn by me at all times while riding during these 
events. Section 1542 of the civil code of the state of California which provides: a general release does not 
extend to claim which the creditors do not know or suspect to exist in his fervor at the time of executing the 
release, which if known to him must have materially affected his settlement with the debtor, and all laws of 
all other states of like, or similar affect, and the benefits thereof are hereby waived.

Siskiyou County Fair Grounds
From the South interchange exit, go east to Fairlane Road, left to entrance. From the 
North and Middle exits, go south on Main St. to the signal light (Oberlin Road), turn 
east under the freeway one block, then south on Fairlane to entrance. 

The Century  (103 Miles)
	 Climb from Yreka (2,595 ft.) over Forest Mountain (4,097 ft.) and descend into Scott Valley. Roll along the valley through Ft. Jones, Quartz 
Valley, Etna , and Callahan. Next climb Gazelle Mountain (4,921 ft.) and enjoy an exhilarating downhill with tight hairpin turns. The final leg follows 
the western edge of Shasta Valley as it leads back to Yreka. Approximately 4,600 feet of climbing.
The Metric Century (64 Miles)
	 From Yreka (2,595 ft.), travel out to the historic railroad town of Montague, then through the Lit﻿tle Shasta Valley to the first rest stop, a scenic, 
pastoral setting with a view of the magnif﻿icent Mt. Shasta. Then on to the second rest stop at Lake Shastina. A third rest stop is in Gazelle, and then the 
final road home to Yreka. Approximately 1,500 feet of climbing.
The Metric 1/2 Century (37 Miles)
	 This is the perfect ride for novices and young families. Riders will head from Yreka to Montague, then out through Little Shasta Valley to the 
rest stop, a scenic, pastoral setting with a magnificent view of Mt. Shasta. From there, return to Yreka retracing some of the same route. Approximately 
600 feet of climbing.

End of Ride Feast: A delicious dinner will be served from 11:30 AM to 5:30 PM to all registered riders. Meal tickets may be purchased 
by family and friends for $10.00 each. Meal tickets purchased prior to Sept. 2nd will be included in packets.

All Riders: Excellent maps for all the routes will be provided and tour markings will be in place for all routes.  All riders must finish the course 
by 5:30 PM or our last sweep will bring you into the fairgrounds for check-in. Your safety and enjoyment are our primary concerns. The carnival 
restroom showers will be available until 6 pm. Riders must furnish their own towels.

Pre-registrants and Packet Pickup:
Please feel free to take advantage of EARLY PACKET PICKUP, LATE REGISTRATION AND CHECK IN. Confirmation available upon receipt of 
self-addressed stamped envelope. Packets may be picked up Friday, Sept. 9th at the fairgrounds from 5 P.M. to 7 P.M. and the starting area Sept. 10th. 
If you register af﻿ter the Sept. 6th deadline, a $5.00 late fee will be required.
